PROPERTY UPDATE

In the June/July issue of Volunteer Connections, we
informed you of the volunteer property committee
phases and objectives. At a June 19th meeting, the
GSMH board of directors voted on and approved a pro-
posal from that committee.

The plan includes selling the Joplin Service Center and
leasing a satellite office building in Joplin to house staff
and a retail shop, and to allow members to drop off pa-
perwork. The Joplin Service Center was listed with a real
estate agent on July 21.

An additional recommmendation was made by the vol-
unteer property committee and approved by the board
of directors to consolidate the operations of the Cape
Girardeau and Dexter Service Centers. At a July 29th
meeting, however, the board of directors passed a mo-
tion to request the postponement of the sale or listing
of those properties.

Decisions involving properties in a 68-county jurisdic-
tion are not easy to make, and the volunteer property
committee, GSMH board of directors, and GSMH staff
all understand that some of our membership may find
it to be a difficult and emotional process. Regardless of
service center locations, our membership will continue
to have the full support of council services with pro-
gram opportunities, trainings, and assighed member-
ship staff in all areas. We all remain focused on meeting
the needs of girls today while ensuring a stable financial
future of Girl Scouting for tomorrow.

DO TODAY?

NASA and Girl Scouts of the USA are commit-
ted to inspiring young women to pursue ca-
reers in science, technology and mathematics
(STEM). Did you know that 11 of the 22 female
astronauts at NASA are life time Girl Scouts?
Thanks to generous funding from NASA ROSES
(Research Opportunities in Space and Earth
Sciences), two GSMH Girl Scout Cadettes and
avolunteer attended an astronomy training
program at the Goddard Space Flight Center
in Maryland in July. They enjoyed hands-on
activities facilitated by Goddard Space Camp
scientists, as well as lab tours, Web search as-
signments, and question and answer sessions
with real-life astronauts!

The girls also learned about how to establish
and run a Girl Scout astronomy club and how
to design a thematic workshop with NASA con-
tent. Now they can share what they learned
with their fellow Girl Scouts! Keep an eye out
for more STEM programming this year!
